Community Payback Order (CPO) Support Service
Shifting public and judicial confidence in community sentences requires, for some individuals, more robust support arrangements which help someone to complete an order and to address issues which may drive future offending.
What is the CPO Support Service?
This is a Turning Point Scotland service and the CPO support service team’s main objectives are to offer individuals support to address many of the barriers that prevent them from completing their order, such as: alcohol and drug use; offending ; housing and homelessness; mental and physical health issues; relationships; education; employment; life chances and health.
[bookmark: _GoBack]It is a service that works with individuals and their criminal justice social workers (who referred them to the service) to assist individuals in completing their CPO’s.  The service offers support and mentoring in order that individuals may achieve their aspirations and tackle barriers to successfully complete their order.  This is done through the development of a care plan between the service, the individual and the individual’s social worker.
What the service offers
· Accompany individuals to court.
· Accompany individuals to appointments with social worker or nurse.
· Advocate for individual at housing and address any accommodation problems.
· Work with individuals on anger management.
· Link individuals in with other agencies that can assist them.
· Attend reviews with individuals and social workers to discuss progress.
· Link individuals into recovery communities.
By working in partnership with Criminal Justice Social Work the service will
· Assist service users who are vulnerable or at risk of breach/on warnings to comply with conditions and complete orders.
· Assist service users at any point in their order.
· Assist service users to appointments, Court and Unpaid work.
· Assist service users to change the cycle of offending behaviour as directed by Criminal Justice Social Work.
· Assist service users to overcome barriers and challenges – using trauma informed practice, developing skills to manage emotions, and offering drug and alcohol information and education.
· Encourage service users to identify personal goals and construct a support plan to reach aspirations with criminal justice social worker.
· Signpost to other agencies e.g. Jobcentre etc.
· Build and sustain healthy positive relationships.
· Work with service user on becoming an active and valued member of the community via recovery communities, mutual aid groups and Turning Point Scotland Connects.
· Attend meetings, reviews, Child Protection meetings as directed by Criminal Justice Social Work.
