Glasgow’s Working Group on Women Offending

The Glasgow Working Group on Women and Offending (GWGWO) is a partnership of third sector and public agencies working together to guide strategic community justice planning in Glasgow.  The GWGWO was set up following the introduction of the Commission on Women Offenders report in 2012.
The GWGWO aims are:
· To collect and share evidence about the nature of offending by women in Glasgow and how to tackle it –evidence from women themselves should be included.

· To share evidence, learning and good practice from the group and use to campaign and influence work to tackle women’s offending.

· To co-ordinate and provide collective oversight of new developments relating to women offenders and their fit to existing services and structures.

· To develop, identify and monitor gender-specific pathways into services and support for women involved in the justice system. 

· To link with and inform other groups and strategies to ensure women’s strengths and needs are taken into account, including new structures for Community Justice.

The GWGWO is essential in the new Community Justice arrangements as women are a key priority in Glasgow’s Community Justice Outcome Improvement Plan.
The organisations involved in the GWGWO are Families Outside, Community Justice Glasgow, Glasgow Health and Social Care Partnership, Turning Point Scotland, 218, CrossReach, Scottish Prison Service, Tomorrow’s Women Glasgow, Routes Out, Prison Reform Trust, Outside the Box, Glasgow City Council, SACRO, Community Safety Glasgow, Police Scotland, Positive Prisons Positive Futures, NHS Greater Glasgow and Clyde and SHINE.
