Background
Building on the work undertaken to develop the Govanhill Youth Strategy document produced by Govanhill Community Development Trust, it has been recommended that young people have more involvement in the development and design of youth work programmes. One of the recommendations is that “youth leaders be encouraged to develop their own activities with the help of youth workers”. As a step to this will be to get young people involved in decisions about how money should be allocated to programmes and we have laid aside a portion of the IGF funds available to support youth work in Govanhill to be allocated in this way. The criteria have been defined from statements in the youth strategy.

Purpose of the Programme
In order to support the participatory budgeting process, the programme will:
a) Promote a local scheme where young people are encouraged to design small programmes or events that fulfil one of the criteria below:
a. Bring young people from different communities together
b. Provide skills development opportunities for young people living, working or learning in Govanhill
c. Increase physical activity among young people in Govanhill
d. Increase the involvement of young people living working or learning in Govanhill in the issues affecting the community
b) Provide an event in partnership with the SE Youthbank team where young people agree which programmes will be funded
c) Report regularly to the Govanhill Youth Network steering group on the progress of the project, providing details of the programmes funded and their impact on the criteria that they were funded for
d) Provide a celebration event at the end of the programme for young people involved in the design and delivery of the programmes funded.

Reports should be submitted no later than one month following the end of the programme.

Application Conditions:

1. Applications should be led by an organisation who operate in Govanhill and who sit on the Govanhill Youth Network Steering group
2. All applications should include at least one partner organisation who specialises in youth participation and democracy. The purpose of this condition is to build the capacity of organisations working in Govanhill and to provide additional expertise in the programme. 
3. Bids are invited to the amount of £5000, which is the budget laid aside for the programme
4. The amount allocated to be distributed through the local Youthbank programme is £5,525.
5. Applicants should submit the relevant supporting documents with their application. Applicants may be asked to provide additional information to support their bid in due course.
6. Bids should be submitted to Louise Dobbie, Partnership and Development Officer by Thursday 26th September 2019 at 9am in order to be considered by the South Youth Partnership Govanhill Youth Programme Steering Group.
7. All applicants should receive feedback on their bid by Friday 4th October 2019.
